	School Climate and Safety 


Casa View has an 80% economically disadvantaged student population. Our goal as SST is to support a learning environment where all students feel safe and secure. Teaching and showing respect to our students is our goal through our “Character Counts” philosophy. A faculty in-service was presented in 05-06 and again in 06-07 to assess the faculty’s perception of our student’s behavior as compared to the Six Pillars of Character.
	PERCECPTION OF STUDENT BEHAVIOR
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	Faculty gave input for improvement into the plan.  As a result of the Character program at Casa View, the faculty reports an increase in “good character” among students for 06-07.

	NEW STUDENT GROUPS
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	New student groups have been very successful in helping students feel a part of the school. Parents are invited to a Breakfast to celebrate the ending of the groups and meet other new families. Students report these groups help them find new friends.

	Measurements


Several assessments are utilized by the SST to measure annual progress. These results are used to design programs and plan interventions to help all students meet their academic and personal/social goals and to determine the program’s impact. These assessments include:

Academic Assessments: TAKS (Texas Assessment of Knowledge and Skills), ITBS (Iowa Test of Basic Skills), Woodcock-Munoz Language Survey, Logramos. These tests aid in determining progress and language needs. Career-Assessments: Paws in Jobland- Bridges Transitions Co., Clue, Career-O-Rama. 

Personal-Social Assessments: Youth Risk Behavior Survey, Universal Screening Instrument, Character–Ed Survey, Counseling Needs Assessment, Health Screening- Vision, Hearing, Conner’s Rating Scale.

	Major Achievements

	Keeping You Informed


Casa View’s mission is to keep our parents and community connected through a variety of methods in order to meet needs and keep the level of involvement high. The SST is sensitive to the needs of our community and provides information in the language needed.  We have two sign-language interpreters on staff and many bi-lingual staff members.

Personal Contact: SST members attend staff, parent, community, professional and district meetings to facilitate communication. Weekly team meetings track progress and needs.
